7. In private prayer, pray for your preferred Prime Ministerial Candidate, preferred Party and
preferred Electorate MP.
8. Christians especially in the 18-24 and 25-30 age group will turn out and vote (last elections about
30% did not vote).
9. Electoral Commission
Election is an enormous undertaking. Pray for an Election that is both effective and efficient. Pray
for the logistics and the personnel.
10. Christians especially, will overcome the three Goliaths of unbalanced theology, apathy and
cynicism.
11. The Two Referendums: Cannabis and Euthanasia. People will vote intelligently, discerningly and
prayerfully.
